 Charles and Ray Eames pioneered the forming of moulded plywood 
furniture.  

 They also led the way with the construction of single piece fibreglass 
furniture.  

 They produced simple one-piece forms in bold colours.  
 Their work can be seen as influential with Ikea and modern flat pack 

furniture.  
 Their work with fibreglass led to the S Chair by Verner Panton. 
 

Q7. 
 Postmodern design movement accommodates elements from all 

previous movements/styles, such as seen in the Louis Ghost chair.  
 Starck challenges perceptions with his work. This is done through 

challenging forms that question what we expect specific products to 
look like and how we expect them to perform, such as seen in the Juicy 
Salif lemon juicer.  

 Starck uses materials in challenging ways to reimagine classic designs, 
such as the Hot Bertaa kettle design.  



 Starck uses product design to produce products more at home in an art 
gallery than a home such as both the Juici Salif and Hot Bertaa.  

 Starck uses product design to make political and social statements, as 
seen in the Flos Gun Table Lamp.
